e Horses must be four years and over

. It is the responsibility of competitors to familiarise themselves with the appropriate British
Dressage Rules for the tests they are riding

e The competition will be run in accordance with BHS Riding Club and BD rules.

e No misuse of the whip or equipment will be allowed.

e Whilst mounted, correct riding attire must be worn. Hats must be correctly fastened and be to a
basic standard of PAS015 or BSEN1384.

e  The organisers or landowners cannot be held responsible for anything that may happen to
competitors, horses, property or spectators in connection with or arising out of the show. It shall
be a condition of entry that each competitor shall agree to indemnify the organisers against any
legal action arising out of any incident at the show

e The Judges decision is final

e No refunds will be given after the close of entries and only on receipt of a veterinary or Doctors
certificate before the closing date.

e Objections to be made in writing to the secretary with a £15.00 deposit. The deposit will be
forfeited should the objection not be sustained.

. It is strongly advised that all competitors ensure they are at least covered by third party liability
insurance.

. Entries will be balloted in the event of over subscription and the organisers reserve the right to
alter, add or cancel any class and to refuse any entries without stating a reason.

e  Please keep this venue tidy by clearing up before leaving and ensuring no mucking out of
trailers or lorries takes place in the car park.
